What are Opportunity funds?

Opportunity funds are provided by the U.S. Department of State’s Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs and are designed to increase access to U.S. higher education institutions for highly qualified international students of limited means. Through Opportunity funds, EducationUSA is committed to helping international students have the best possible chance to experience higher education in the United States.

Who can receive Opportunity funds?

Opportunity funds are awarded to talented Kyrgyzstani students of limited financial means who have a good chance of being offered financial aid from a degree-granting program at an accredited U.S. university, but who cannot afford the up-front costs of applying to a U.S. university. 

What kinds of expenses can be covered by Opportunity funds? 

Opportunity funds can be used to fund the upfront costs of applying to a university in the United States, including application fees, translations, mailing expenses, and standardized testing fees. Opportunity funds may also be awarded to students who have received a scholarship to attend a U.S. university but who cannot afford the costs of traveling to the United States.
How can I apply for Opportunity funds?

Fill out the Opportunity application fee and send it to one of the following educational advisers in Kyrgyzstan. The educational adviser will review your application and contact you within 3 weeks of receiving your application.
